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PREPARATION



Measure

Select the correct cutsheet according to
the door thickness. Identify if your door has
backset A or backset B with the cutsheet.

1-3/4" 1-3/8"







The deadbolt extends or retracts by spinning
the body of the deadbolt 180°.




Extend or retract the body of the deadbolt
depending on the backset type.
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Choose the respective mounting screws
according to your door thickness.

1-3/8" 1-3/4"




If you have a 1-3/8” thick door

Break the tailpiece to shorten it.







INSTALLATION



1 Insert the deadbolt.

* Keep the deadbolt out throughout the installation.



Make sure that

The deadbolt hub is at the bottom.




Faceplate options

If your door has a different shaped faceplate,
select one of the other faceplate options.
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2 Screw the deadbolt in.
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3 Prepare the outer trim.




Make sure that

You rotate the tailpiece to the respective position.

Right-handed door Left-handed door
Horizontal tailpiece Vertical tailpiece

* Keep the tailpiece in the desired position throughout the installation.



Insert the outer trim into the deadbolt.
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Make sure that

1 The cable routes under the deadbolt.

Remember to have the tailpiece in the vertical position for a left-handed door.



5 Separate the inner trim.
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Place the mounting plate.
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Make sure that

The cable and each post goes into the respective hole.

This example is for a right-handed door.



7 Screw the mounting plate in.




Make sure that

You use the thinner screws in this step.

This example is for a right-handed door.



Make sure the mounting plate is straight.
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9 Discard the red alignment posts.

This example is for a right-handed door.




1 O Screw the mounting plate’s remaining 3 screws in.
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1 1 Tilt the control module and connect the cable.
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This example is for a right-handed door.



1 2 Spin the control module hub to the respective position.

* Keep the tailpiece in the desired position.



1 3 Screw the control module in.

This example is for a right-handed door. i X3



1 4 Insert 6 AA non-rechargeable batteries.

WARNING
Only use non-rechargeable alkaline AA batteries.
Incorrect battery orientation can cause damage.
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1 5 Download Latch Manager App and configure.




1 6 Align thumbturn, place and secure the inner trim.

Thumbturn should
face away from
door edge.
